recent years, there are still areas that have not been studied adequately. It is our hope
that the book will encourage further research into the history and culture of Syrian
Jewry.

Work on the book began ten years ago, together with work on the other volumes of the
series. My good friend and colleague, Dr. Haim Saadoun, who edited six of the volumes,
laid the foundations for the work of the future editors and established the criteria for
them to uphold.

and good advice from the stages of its conception until its completion.

PREFACE

was made regarding other Jewish centers, which were regarded as acting on the margins
of modern Jewish history - or even as fossilized remnants of an earlier period. Moreover,
the social-cultural climate in the State of Israel did not cultivate or encourage pride on
the part of immigrants from Arab lands regarding their roots and origins, their language,
customs and practices. The concept of the “melting pot” in the young state and the
image of the new Jew - regarded as the ideal to which everyone should aspire, caused
many immigrants to hide or erase their past and to attain a new identity directed towards
the future, not the past. The honor of the new country and its sons was considered far
more important than that of their country of origin and their ancestors.

In the last thirty years there has been a renaissance of research in these areas and studies
have been written about Jewish communities in the Middle East, among them Syria in
modern times. It is fitting to cite here the names of some of the pioneers in this area - the
late Prof. Walter Zenner, who studied Syrian communities all over the world, but was
particularly concerned with their lives in Syria itself; the late Prof. Jonathan Frankel,
who put the Damascus Affair in the forefront of Jewish history. Prof. Zvi Zohar, Dr.
Nahum Menahem and the editor of this volume also helped to place Syrian Jewish
history on the table for historical discussion. Other scholars examined certain aspects of
the Syrian Jewish heritage, such as music, customs and language. Three important Israeli
writers, Yehuda Burla, Amnon Shamosh and Haim Sabbato, have preserved communal
life and heritage in their writings. Passages from their books add charm to some of the
chapters in this book.

The volume on Syria is the tenth volume in the series “Jewish Communities in the East
in the Nineteenth and Twentieth Centuries.” The volume conforms for the most part to
the framework of the entire series. In addition there is a chapter on Antisemitism since
the Damascus Affair, and pages have been devoted to the Aleppo Codex, to the
characteristic Jewish occupation - that of the goldsmith - and to the deep involvement
of young Jewish women in Zionist activity in Damascus.

The contribution of Jews of Syrian descent to this volume is significant. In a special
chapter the story of the Jews of Kamishli is told in depth for the first time. The writer of
the chapter, Dr. Nahum Menahem, is a descendant of that community himself. Dr. Yitzhak
Askof, originally from Aleppo, wrote the chapter on language. Prof. Amnon Shiloah,
who was raised in Damascus, wrote the chapter on music. Rabbi Avraham Addes, a
descendant of a famous Aleppan family, contributed to the chapter on the yearly cycle.
Members of the Damascus (Syria) Jewry Organization in Israel and The World Center
for Aleppo Jews Traditional Culture and many individuals from Syrian communities in
Israel and abroad, enriched the book by providing photographs, the greater part of
which never appeared in print. We thank them for their generosity.

This volume is primarily a synthesis of research on the Jews of Syria in a variety of
areas. Besides the surprising number of studies on the subject that have appeared in
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The history of the Jews of Syria in the nineteenth and twentieth centuries is in fact the
history of how this country, the Diaspora community closest geographically to Eretz
Israel, came to be devoid of Jews. Unlike most of the Jewish communities in the Middle
East, the beginning of the exodus of Jews from Syria was unrelated to the political
confrontation between the Zionist movement and the Arab world. Emigration from
Syria, which began towards the middle of the nineteenth century with the emigration
of several families to Egypt, increased in the course of the years until it became a strong
current that carried with it many of the Jews of Syria to the four corners of the Earth. For
more than four decades after the establishment of the State of Israel, the Jews of Syria
were prisoners in their own land. The opening of the gates in the early 1990s led to the
final wave of emigration, and in its wake the Syrian Diaspora disappeared almost entirely.

The importance of Syrian Jewry, which for centuries was comprised mainly of two
communities - Damascus and Aleppo - is not derived from its numerical size. In
comparison to other communities in the Middle East Syrian Jewry was relatively small,
but its influence went far beyond its size. In the nineteenth century this importance
stemmed from the economic strength of its wealthier families, whose reputation was
widespread and who came to be called “the Rothschilds of the East,” and from its status
as a spiritual center that produced many learned rabbis. The influence of these rabbis
has been felt in the course of the twentieth century - both in the new communities
founded by emigrants from Syria throughout the world and thanks to their contribution
to transforming Jerusalem to a world center for Torah study and in particular the study
of Kabbalah. The Syrian Jewish musical tradition became the dominant liturgical style
known as the “Sephardi-Jerusalem liturgy.” The liturgical poetry called “Shirat
Habaqqashot,” which originated in the Syrian synagogue, has become a basic element
in the sphere of piyyut in Israel and in Jewish communities throughout the world. The
Aleppo Codex, the most important manuscript of the Hebrew Bible, which was preserved
for centuries by the community of Aleppo, has been recognized as a treasure of the
entire Jewish people, an inspiration for many and a major source for the scholarly study
of the Masoretic text. The Damascus Affair of 1840, had a lasting impact on Jewish history.
It signified the renewal of national Jewish solidarity and the flowering of Jewish
nationalism. This solidarity reached its apex in the second half of the twentieth century,
when the eyes of the Jewish people were turned in the direction of Syria, calling upon
its President and saying: “Let my people go!”

The study of history that developed in the State of Israel drew upon the European
approach, and consequently the central processes of Jewish life in modern times in Europe
were regarded as the only relevant subject for historical study. For a long time no research
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
